Mr. Lonnie Palmer, Consultant with the New York State Association of Small City
School Districts and retired Superintendent, presented the report to the board from the
Center for School Improvement Planning.

Specifically, he shared Binghamton's academic performance versus the poverty rate,
highlights of performance and demographics of the district, and shared the details of the
district's performance and demographics. He also highlighted our financial measures
and details of those measures.

He discussed the state's median scores and how Binghamton compares to similar
districts. Demographics relating to poverty were identified and the affects poverty has
on student achievement. Mr. Palmer shared Binghamton's strengths and potential areas
for improvement and how we can close the achievement gap despite the odds.

Continued . . .
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Binghamton's outcome successes include historically consistent, overall test passing
rate compared to similar districts, especially at the elementary and middle school levels,
large percentage of graduates who are going on to college, and the fact that Binghamton
has a well above average student attendance and lower than average percentage of
students in high cost special education.

Our priority improvement areas should be focused around our graduation and dropout
rates, our percent of students enrolled who are classified, our student suspension rate,
and the Regents results in Science, Social Studies and Sub Groups.

Our financial picture shows that Binghamton is a low spending per pupil district when
compared to districts across the state. We are also very low spending on Central
Administration.

Financial improvement areas identified to be looked into include substitute teacher
salaries, reserves and fund balance, and medical insurance costs.

One of the places the Binghamton community is hit hardest is the tax rate. According
to the report, "the data shows that Binghamton’s property tax rate for schools is more
than 25% above the median for the state!"

The overall conclusions about the Binghamton City School District show that we a high
performing district. We rank in the 92nd percentile among 255 large districts in the
state who are exceeding academic performance predictions in the 3 measures of
poverty. Also, as stated earlier, Binghamton is a low spending district. When
compared to all districts in the state, Binghamton ranks in the 24th percentile in per
pupil spending.

Mr. Palmer shared some options we can use to help us close the achievement gap. He
suggested identifying high performing districts, connecting with them to discuss their
strategies, determine if those strategies would work for Binghamton's students, and then
implement the best strategies.

Mr. Palmer also shared the errors made in classifications by the State Education
Department. He said that SED based their classifications on AYP rather than the
overall district's academic performance. Also, in high performing poverty districts with
very high tax rates, some of the new money from the state should be to relieve the tax
burden. Also, the State Education Department does not have a plan in place to use data,
like Small Cities has provided, to help move best practices in urban poverty districts to
ALL urban poverty districts.

Mr. Palmer concluded by answering questions from board members and the audience.

Dr. Wozniak thanked Mr. Palmer for presenting a bigger picture to the Board. She told
the board that she had presented this same report to our local legislators and that, the
bigger piece being hammered right now on the Contract for Excellence, is the
restriction on the money. She thanked the NY'S Association of Small City School
Districts for lobbying on our district's behalf. We are getting the word out and moving
forward with the plan to improve partnerships with SED and the Regents.

Mr. Palmer also encouraged board members to write to SED and the Regents and give
them a bigger picture, a "realistic look", as seen through the eyes of the district so that
they can see things differently.

The results showed the percentage of students
who passed the exams with a score of 65% and higher and those who passed the exams
with a score of 55% and higher. This data gives viewers a closer look at all core
subjects, not just Math and ELA, which seem to be the main focus. This is all official
data.

Mr. Whalen, board member, asked about the number of students who were tested that
make up the percentage. Mrs. Kammerman, Vice President, asked if we could compare
these results with last years exams.

Ms. Leah Webb talked about the lobbying efforts she and her organization are doing in
the push for adequately funded public schools.

1. 08-09 Preliminary Budget by Steve Deinhardt.
Mr. Deinhardt reviewed the preliminary 08-09 budget figures for the district.

Mr. Whalen asked about the increases in health insurance and BOCES. He stated that
special Education and Information Technology are getting more expensive. He also
wanted to know if replacing the retirees was figured into the esimated income for
payroll.

President Hawley wanted to know if the cuts in Medicaid funding were factored into
our budget.

Dr. Wozniak offered information on the district's Contract for Excellence (C4E). She
stated that C4E is carrying a significant portion of the increase because of hiring more
staff, etc. She also pointed out that the Governor's proposal says there are restrictions
on how the district can use the money. The interpretations of the language are varied

with no clear clarification.

Dr. Wozniak believes the right people have to come together to resolve the issue.
Superintendents have to convey the message to their local legislators who will, in turn,
put pressure on State Ed. She told the board that she has been meeting with local
legislators to let them know what it means to Binghamton and will continue to work
with them.

Dr. Wozniak further pointed out some other areas in the contract that pertain to
independent auditor certification which is supposed to address whether we
"supplemented” or "supplanted” funds allocated by the district and an annual
assessment of performance outcomes (measuring success). She is not sure what they
will judge the district on because, by December 15th, the data will be old.

She also pointed out that, under the law, the district is subject to a public hearing,
annually, on our Contract for Excellence updates. This year, it will be held on the same
date as the Public Hearing on the 08-09 budget which is scheduled for May 6, 2008.

1. Laura Lamash, resident and employee of the district, handed out invitations to the
Board for the Rod Serling Day on April 2, 2008.

Conference on March 20, 2008 where the Alliance for Quality Education and Citizen
Action Group will be discussing the proposed cuts in the Governor's budget to in
Foundation Aid for public schools. She encouraged Board members to participate.

1. Transportation Update by Lisa Leber and David Kingsley from First Student.

Mr. Kingsley introduced himself and pointed out that Laidlaw had survived the recent
acquisition by First Student and the operation was running its business as usual. He
passed out an introductory packet to the Board and then read the corporation's safety
mission. He praised Lisa Leber for her consistent and persistent dedication.

Lisa Leber thanked the board for the close-working relationship over the years with
Laidlaw and that, under the bigger company, they will be able to offer the best service.
It allows them to make improvements in technology and maintenance for the safety of
the students in the district, yet they are still able to operate as a small business in the
community.

She identified student safety as their number one priority, that safety is a concern to
everyone at First Student. The buses are equipped with an electronic device called
"Child Checkmate" system. It is installed in the rear of the bus and ensures that the
driver must walk to the end of the bus, checking each seat on the way, in order to
deactivate it at the end of the day. This is an excellent protocol in checking for students
who may have fallen asleep or who may be hiding on the bus.

Dr. Wozniak, Superintendent, thanked Lisa for her concern and concentration on the
safety of the students and indicated that she does an incredible job for the Binghamton
City School District.

2. 2008-2009 BOCES Annual Administrative and Capital Budget by Allen Buyck.
Also present were: BOCES Trustees, Sandy Ruffo, Donald Vredenburg and Roger
Merrill. Also present was Bill Powell.

Mr. Buyck began his presentation by showcasing the services provided by BOCES
including the data warehouse, grant writing, duplicating center and technology. He also
spoke about the program offerings including auto body, nursing labs, surgical tech,
motor sports fabrication and the Oak Tree Program for autistic students.

Mr. Whalen, member, shared his concern that BOCES may be getting into programs
that are already offered in the school district, such as engineering, and then these
districts still have to share in the budget expense. Mr. Buyck replied that districts are
charged per student enrolled via a co-ser and that districts who already have these
programs are not responsible for sharing in the budget expense unless they have
students enrolled in the BOCES program.

Dr. Wozniak, Superintendent requested information be sent to her on the New Visions
program.

Mr. Whalen asked for more information on the growth of the BOCES programs over
time. Mr. Buyck will forward that information.

Mr. Buyck identified the key points in the administrative budget, including health
insurance, retirement, reduction in interest expense and increased expenses in auditing
services. He explained that the cost of the services provided to each district is
calculated by Resident Weighted Average Daily Attendance, or RWADA. He further
touched on the key points in the capital budget, including transfer of ownership of the
Tioga Learning Center, increase in classroom space and reduction in existing facilities
allocation.

There was a brief discussion about the percentage increased in rental fees after the
change in ownership when the Tioga Learning Center went from a school to private
ownership.

3. 2008-09 Budget by Steven G. Deinhardt.

Mr. Deinhardt described the budget goals and identified the significant pressures,
including health insurance, payroll, BOCES services and other employee benefits. He
indicated that the projected figures represent about 94% of the budget increase which is
a little over $6.7M and that the increase from 07-08 to 08-09 is 7.97% of the total
budget of $90,982,172.

Mr. Deinhardt discussed the reduction in Foundation Aid and the increases under the
Contract for Excellence. The critical piece will be sustaining programs already
implemented. Dr. Wozniak has repeatedly asked for clarification from the State
Education Dept and has been working through local legislators to help make sense of
the formula for funding new programs and sustaining existing programs.

Mr. Whalen indicated that SED's failure to clarify this is a huge waste of money.

Laura Lamash, resident and employee of the district, asked about the BOCES services
budget increase. Mr. Deinhardt indicated that this code includes Instaliment Purchase
Agreements, technology restructuring and new services being purchased from BOCES.

Mr. Deinhardt touched on the revenues for the district and the slight increase in the tax
levy. Although it is an increase in school district taxes to the community, he showed
how the levy has continued to decreased over the past 5 years. One of his slides
highlighted the appropriate dollar increase of assessed home values in both the City and
Dickinson.

He indicated that public input would be sought in April at the Strategic Planning
Committee meeting and again in early May at the Public Hearing on the budget and the
Contract for Excellence.

He reminded everyone about the date of the upcoming school board election and budget
vote on May 20, 2008.

4. Update on China initiatives by Ms. Trina S. Newton.

Ms. Newton shared a brief synopsis of the trip to China in February by a delegation of
5 employees from the district including Mr. Hawley, Dr. Penna, Mrs. Oberg, Mr.
Pendergast and herself. She touched on some areas the district and our Chinese
counterparts are working on including student to student host family both here and in
China, professional development opportunities for teachers including teacher / faculty
exchanges, and the English - Mandarin language program.

She highlighted the FLAP grant opportunity and talked about the collaboration between
Binghamton City School District, Binghamton University, Cortland University and
Broome Community College with East China Normal University. We are waiting for
the Request for Proposals to come out. In the meantime, Mrs. McGarry and Ms.
Newton are already working on the grant paperwork.

Ms. Newton shared how warm, inviting and sincere the Chinese were and how they are
reaching out to us, that this is a good thing for Binghamton. She closed by stating that
invitations will be sent out to folks to come back and hear more about their visit, see
pictures, and hear more details about the plans for the future.

Laura Lamash, resident and employee of the district, asked to what degree faculty has
been involved in the shaping of this progress. Dr. Penna, high school principal,

answered that his staff has been made aware of this endeavor and that it has been in the
works for about 2-1/2 years.

1. Pilot Program with E-School Plus for parent access to student information.

Ms. Newton reminded the Board that they had previously requested information on
whether parents/guardians have access, or could access, their student(s) information.
According to Ms. Newton, E-School Plus is used regionally by the Broome-Tioga
BOCES. It includes a program to allow parent access to information.
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Ms. Newton has spoken to other districts who are piloting this aspect of the software to
see how it is working for them. She was advised that there are "bumps" in the road.
She also found that local districts gave teachers the "option™ to utilize this aspect.

With proper training and teacher access to this aspect of the software, as well as Board
and Union approval, the Districtwide Technology Committee will see a demonstration,
make a recommendation to the Board, and, after Board approval, the committee will
plan a Pilot program and implement the training.

Mr. Whalen, board member, asked if it would be a replacement of another program
already being used in the district. Ms. Newton indicated that Binghamton is already
using E-School Plus. By unlocking this aspect of the E-School Plus program, teachers
can add students' grades, attendance, etc. It would simply be another step.

Mr. Scanlon, board member, indicated that calls home to parents of students who are
not reporting to school or their assigned classes are inconsistent.

Mr. Deinhardt reported that the district is piloting a "swipe card" system that can
interface with E-School Plus and that administration has examined other schools that
are using the "swipe" system.

Dr. Wozniak said the district does not want to promise something to parents when its
new technology and when we're several steps behind. Using a pilot program will
provide data to support the decision on whether to use the system district wide.

Ms. Newton stated firmly that a plan needs to be in place. Teacher access is vital to the
training and, finally, communication to parents is pivotal to the success of the
implementation.

Mr. Deinhardt started his presentation of the 2008-2009
School District Budget by highlighting the Board's goals. He
then pointed out the pressures on the budget including health
insurance, payroll, employee benefits and BOCES expenses.

He stated that the critical points in the budget surround the
amount of State Aid to the district as well as the amount of
Foundation Aid coming to the district and its affect on the
budget under the Contract For Excellence (C4E) guidelines.

According to the state, 4% of the current year's (07-08)
Foundation Aid is flexible money that the district can use
towards the budget increases. This leaves 35% for
maintaining the district's investment in programs and
activities that are already implemented and is an increase of
10% from a few months ago, thanks to everyone's lobbying
efforts.

EXECUTIVE
SESSION:

The $2.5M projection in the slides represents 65% of the C4E
money which must be devoted to new, expanded or
"redesigned" district programs according to the NYS
Education Dept. District Administration is already looking at
redesigning some of the existing C4E programs.

Topping off the budget where revenues are concerned is the
collection of school taxes under the tax levy. The tax levy is
the lowest it has been in 5 years, holding at 2.49%. The levy
has decreased annually over the past 5 years.

Mrs. Purtell, board member, mentioned a recent article in the
newspaper regarding income property owners having to pay
the non-homestead school tax rate versus the homestead tax
rate. There was brief discussion regarding the change in this
allocation and how it might affect the school district in years
to come. These are property owners who do not reside at the
property, but, instead, are earning rental income. The
homestead rate is for homeowners who live at the property.

Under the C4E portion of the presentation, Mr. Deinhardt
pointed out that the Strategic Planning Committee met on
April 24, 2008 to give their input into the district's plan. No
objections or revisions to the plan were voiced as most of the
plan is based on personnel.

Mr. Deinhardt reviewed the activities and programs allowed
under the C4E and the district's plan to support them. The
only new program is for English Language Learners, however,
he stated that the district has not allocated any money to this
program.

In closing, he reminded the audience about the upcoming
school board election and budget vote will be held on
Tuesday, May 20, 2008 from 7 AM until 9 PM at various
locations throughout the district.

President Hawley asked if there are projections for
enrollment for the upcoming school year. Mr. Deinhardt
indicated he would gather that information and provide it to
the board in an upcoming packet.

Binghamton City Fire Marshall, Mr. Daniel Eggleston, presented the board with the
annual Fire Safety Inspection Report and thanked Mr. Keenan for his continual
cooperation.

He handed out a bound report detailing their findings. The report indicates that all
buildings are in compliance. Mr. Eggleston's report further indicated that, although
code violations are always in a constant state of flux, with the assistance of vigilant
maintenance and awareness by staff, they can be handled immediately to avoid
accidents, injuries and disruptions.

Motion by Mr. Whalen, seconded by Mrs. Hampton that the minutes of the
Worksession and Regular Rescheduled Meeting of May 21, 2008 and the minutes of
the Special Meeting of May 30, 2008 are hereby approved with all members present
voting aye.

Noted. Mr. Whalen asked about GASB 45 and its impact on the district. Mr. Smith
indicated that nothing has been finalized yet and he recommended it be placed on the
board agenda as a special report for a future meeting.
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1. Update on Capital Projects by Chris Warner and Steve Deinhardt.

Mr. Deinhardt told the board that the district is losing ground financially where the
capital project budget is concerned due to rising costs in materials and labor as well as
the stale bidding climate. In order to maintain the integrity of the $37.3M project, the
board needed to be aware of the financial condition and hear recommendations from the
architect regarding new proposed strategy to change the phasing of upcoming
construction.

Mr. Warner highlighted the phases where the costs have increased due to lack of
bidders and rising costs for materials and labor. He indicated that current costs for
materials are up all over the place (i.e., steel, aluminium, masonry, etc.). He identified
the electrical bid as one of the highest increases due to lack of bidders. There was only
1 company that bid on the project and they are located in Pennsylvania so a portion of
their cost is due to travel which, at present, is being driving by rising gas and oil prices.

A major recommendation was to postpone the asbestos abatement at Calvin Coolidge
Elementary School to a different phase or send a referendum to the voters in May 2009
and do a parallel project using debt service savings. The main reason for postponing
this part of the project is because the cost of the abatement alone in that school exceeds
$4.4M. That building needs significant attention. Mr. Warner advised that the district
can "come back™ under budget if the Coolidge abatement project is postponed. They
still recommend, however, proceeding with the upgrade to technology by surface
mounting the wiring and conduit instead of mounting it inside the ceiling where the
asbestos still needs to be removed.

Mr. Warner indicated that the State Education Dept is taking upwards of 6 months to
review projects. Dr. Wozniak pointed out that this is partly due to the fact that many
other districts have EXCEL money to spend and are submitting their own projects for
review.

Mr. Whalen, member, questioned the estimate given at the front of the projects and
whether this is because the design and scope of work was not provided in detail. He
asked if the district would get a better estimate if there were more detailed designs
given up front.

Mr. Warner indicated that the district has 10+ buildings and over 500 locations to run
data wiring for the technology upgrades. He also described the intial walk through and
how there would be damage hidden underneath ceiling tiles or behind walls. Mr.
Deinhardt indicated that the district has charged them with doing a better job of
estimating the projects in the future.

Mr. Whalen, member, asked that the board be shown a vision of how the projects are
being prioritized due to the change in market conditions.

i. FEMA / Alternative Project by Gene Hulbert and Steve Deinhardt.

Mr. Deinhardt discussed the condition of the district's maintenance building and its
desparate need for upgrades, repairs and more space. He stated that this facility is
always overlooked and the district is always hard pressed to allocate money for repairs
to a building that is not a schoolhouse.

President Hawley asked about the approval process and whether it had to be approved
by voters. Mr. Deinhardt indicated that this is FEMA proceeds owed to the district
after the flood which left the Annex Building at MacArthur ready for demolition,
however, if the funds are not used, they will be forfeited to the tune of $550K.
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Mr. Hulbert discussed the proposed plan to recondition the maintenance building by
adding a storage room, a couple of bays for vehicles, paving, fencing, landscaping, etc.

B. Update on Reading First by Susan Hendery and Tonia Thompson.

Mrs. Hendery reminded the board that Reading First is a 3-year grant and the district is
finishing up its second year. She discussed the budget decreases and where cuts were
being made in the program for the 2008-09 school year.

Mrs. Hendery then showed slides that highlighted the data for Grades K-3rd grade. She
indicated that the data that is accessible can pinpoint the needs of each individual
student.

Ms. Thompson reviewed the results of the voluntary literacy survey that was conducted
in each elementary building. The following barriers that influence student achievement
included:

---attendance

---behavior

---common planning time and collaboration among teachers
---student mobility

Teachers and principals do their best to stress the importance of student attendance and
encourage parents to be more involved in their child's education. Helping parents
understand that attendance is crucial for continual learning was one of the suggestions
to make improvements.

Mrs. Hendery also indicated that there are students in the Reading First program that
are already raising the bar for the district. They are ready for more advance materials
and these new expectations will need to be addressed.

Sustainability of the program was also discussed, including taking a look at the bigger
picture (when Reading First expires) and aligning resources to meet the needs of all
students (P-12).

Mr. Whalen, member, asked about the data being examined. Mrs. Hendery indicated
that it is available by each school, down to the classroom and the individual students in
each classroom.

Ms. Lewis, member, stated that children need stability and teachers need to discern the
social issues impacting a student's performance and then address them at parent-teacher
conferences.

Mrs. Hendery agreed and further identifed some additional hardships for parents which
include the weather, lack of transportation, early dismissals and half days, etc. She also
indicated that the potential of a student remains no matter what barriers are there.

C. 3rd Reading of Revised Policy 1266 - Orientation of New Board Members.
President Hawley indicated that the board would be voting on a resolution tonight to
approve and adopt this revised policy.
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Noted. There were no questions.

Carol Oestrich, retiree, recommended that the board consider appointing a community
member who is appropriately qualified to sit as a member on the Audit Committee.
